Central Iowa Immigrants from the Bauge Farm in Norway

The Bauge farm lays on a mountain foothill along Åkerfjord near Skånevik in southwestern Norway.  It is divided into Ytre Bauge, which had three dwelling places, and Indre Bauge, which had five dwelling places.  One of the dwelling places on each half was occupied by the owner of the land and the other dwelling places were husmanplas, cottages for the renters who lived on Bauge and who were required to work for the owners a certain number of days each year.  The families living on Bauge at any one time may or may not be related to one another, but they all took used the farm name for their last name as was the custom in Norway at the time. 

Emigration from Bauge began in 1846.  Except for the first family listed below, only the members of the family who are known to have settled in central Iowa are listed.  These emigrants settled in the northeast corner of Grundy County, Illinois, about fifty miles southwest of Chicago, where many others from Skånevik and nearby areas came beginning in 1845.  Most of the members from this family died the cholera epidemic of 1849 and it was not until the late 1850s that people began emigrating from Bauge again.

Children of Anfinn Johannesson Bauge, 1771-184, Skåneviksoga 1, 1981, pp. 499-500.

Britha Anfindsdatter Indre Bauge 1802-1848.  She emigrated to Saratoga Twp, Grundy County, Illinois, in 1847 with her husband and four children.  She died from cholera in 1848.  Her husband, Thor Thorson, moved to Kendall County, Illinois, in 1855 and to Story City, Iowa, in 1895.  He died in 1900 and is buried in Fairview Cemetery, Story City, Iowa.  Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 3, p. 32, #428 & Skåneviksoga 1, 1981, pp. 505-506.

Per Anfinson Bauge 1804-1861.  After he died in 1861 his wife and children all emigrated from 1857 to 1883.  Knut (K. P. Boyd) 1845-1845 and Per (Peter P. Boyd) 1848-1940 emigrated to Illinois in 1866.  Eventually, K. P. Boyd settled near Roland, Iowa, and Peter P. Boyd settled near Story City, Iowa.  K. P. is buried in the Roland Cemetery and Peter P. is buried in Fairview Cemetery.  The oldest son, Anfin Persson Bauge 1834-, emigrated to Radcliffe, Iowa, with his family in 1883.  Ref. Skåneviksoga 1, 1981, p. 500 & CINP (BOYDKNUD).  Ref. Kathryn Boyd Larson’s “The Boyd Family History,” undated, received from Anna Larson.

Helga Anfindsdatter Bauge 1805-1849.  She emigrated to Nettle Creek Twp, Grundy County, Illinois, in 1847.  Her husband and four children died in 1849 and another child died in 1852.  Another child, Ingeborg, married Anders Sjursen Mathre.  Ingeborg died 1900 and is buried in the West Lisbon Lutheran Cemetery, Lisbon, Illinois, and her husband, Anders Sjursen Mathre, died 1916 in Story City, Iowa.  Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 3, p. 31, #422.  Did not find Anders listed in the Story City Cemetery.

Anfind Anfindsen Indrebauge (Anfind Anfindsen) 1807-1849.  He emigrated to Nettle Creek Twp., Grundy County, Illinois, in 1846, with his wife and a foster son, Halvor who died in the Civil War.  Anfind and his wife died July, 1849.  Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 2, p. 223, #314 & Naeseth, Vol. 3, p. 33, #440.

Lars Anfindsen Yttrebauge (Lars Anfindson), 1809-1849.  He emigrated to Nettle Creek Twp., Grundy County, Illinois, in 1846.  He and his wife died in 1849 and two of the children died before 1849.  Another child was Halvor above who died in the Civil War and there is no further information about their last child, Anfind Larsen Yttrebauge (Anfin Larson), b. 1839.  Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 2, p. 223, #327 & Skåneviksoga 1, 1981, p. 489.  Did not find Anfind b. 1839 in Story County cemetery records.

Ole Anfindsen Fleskje 1812 1849.  He emigrated to Nettle Creek Twp., Grundy County, Illinois, in 1847.  He apparently was not living on Bauge when he emigrated.  His two children died in 1849, but his wife survived.  She remarried and is buried at the West Lisbon Lutheran Cemetery, Lisbon, Illinois.  Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 3, p. 29, #397.

Knud Anfindsen Indre Bauge 1821-1910.  He emigrated to Illinois (probably Nettle Creek or Saratoga Twp.) in 1847 and moved to Story County, Iowa, in 1855.  He is buried in Palestine Cemetery, Story County, Iowa.  Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 3, p. 32 & CINP (BAUGKNUT).

Children of Lars Jørgensson Bauge, 1796-1836, Skåneviksoga 1, 1981, p. 505

Jørgen Larsen Indre Bouge (George Boyd) 1825-1893.  He emigrated to Illinois in 1847 and came to Story County, Iowa, in 1859.  He is buried in the Fairview Cemetery, Story City, Iowa.  Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 3, p. 25, #335 & CINP (BOYDGEOR).

Lars Larsen Indre Bauge (Lars Bouge) 1833-?.  He emigrated to Illinois in 1847 and it is thought he is the "Lars Bouge" who came to the northern settlement in central Iowa in 1857 with his family, however no proof of his coming to central Iowa has been found. Ref. Naeseth, Vol. 3, p. 25, #335; Minde Blad, p. 6; & CINP (BOUGLARS).

Children of Jon Askautsson Bauge, 1785-1867, Skåneviksoga 1, 1981, pp. 494-495

Synneva Bauge 1820-1911.  She emigrated to Illinois in 1866 with her husband and then located northeast of Huxley, Iowa.  Ref.  Dedication brochure for the Bauge Family Log House, June 30, 1991.  Ref. Skåneviksoga 1, 1981, p. 501. 

Lars J. Boyd 1835-1912.  He is buried in the Ames Cemetery, Ames, Iowa.  Ref.  Wheeler Civil War booklet.  Here is what Aplin says about a Lars Bauge: "He was a CW Veteran who moved to Iowa after the war per Aplin, 1945."  Must be referring to the same person.  The "J" might indicate he was George Boyd's brother.

Lars Possibilities from Skåneviksoga:

p. 489, #22c, Lars b. 1842, Naseseth says he died before 1849.

p. 495, #44k, Lars b. 1829, emigrated 1858.

p. 500, #66c, Lars. b. 1838, emigrated 1857 to Grundy County.  Three of his brothers came to northern settlement so wonder if he did.

Things to do:

1. Check the 1880 Census for Bauge and Boyd names.

2. Check Marks databases for Boyd and Bauge.

3. Get obituraries for the Boyd buried in the Ames Cemetery.

4. Get obituraries for the Boyds that were brothers.
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
